Writing and running programs using ReadyToUse Technology:

Click on Ready To Use on the desktop (or find in Programs).

Go to File , New, Application Template

After the first comment line, insert these import statements:

import java.awt.*;

import hsa.*;  
Save your program. The name should start with an UpperCase letter. A good name tells what it does and who you are. Like: TaxesBill (for Bill's taxes program)

Inside the main method, write your program (public class will be called the same name you name the program - it must be). 

You must close your output text window in order to run the program again.

Printing output: always print output and hand in with hard copy of your program.

Turning in programs:

Turn in three things:

hard copy of your program

hard copy of output, if applicable

soft copy of your program (emailed to me, as attachments)

If there are a number of programs in one assignment, attach them all to one email.

Getting help on program:

Do:
Feel free to get lots of help.

Don't:
Give your program to anyone to look at. Instead, look at your friend's program, and help him or her try to fix that.
