Workshop Description

Teachers learn so much in their initial years of AP Statistics. Yet most still have questions about content and teaching strategies. This enrichment program is designed to explore both curriculum and pedagogy, and to build your skills and confidence. You will deepen and refine your understanding of the most important and/or difficult topics through discussions, investigations, and collaboration. You will leave armed with new ways to approach topics such as Sampling Distributions, R-Squared, Power, and Inference for Regression. The focus will in part be determined by your needs. You will share and experience suggestions for best practices. What works? What are common errors? When is it best to turn to applets rather than the calculator? How do we get our students writing better? How do we design, implement, and evaluate major projects? What are sensible balances between depth and breath for different types of topics? What types of assessment works best?
