6. Find an example of mathematical (preferably statistical) humor in a newspaper, magazine, or the internet. Include a copy in your folder.

7. Get a copy of USA Today (the newspaper) any day this summer. The newspaper usually has numerous examples of statistical summaries and graphs. Cut out three examples. Tape or glue them into your notebook/folder.
8. We will use a TI-84+ calculator extensively in this class. (The older version, TI-83 will work, although some of the functions are a bit different.) Learn how to use the random number generator on your graphing calculator. If you do not have a manual for your calculator, you could look on line for directions. Ask questions, if you have them, when we come back to school. There will be some questions about this on the first test.
