Clearing Your Calculator Without Erasing Groups

	• This step will erase everything in your calculators except GROUPS.

• Press MEM

• Select 7:RESET…
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	• Select 1: All RAM….
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	• Select 2:Reset
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	• You should a screen similar to the one at the right.
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Retrieving the Data Programs for a Topic From a Group

	• Press MEM

• Select 8:Group…  Note that this selection is off the bottom of your screen.
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	• Select UnGROUP

• Select the topic you want
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	• The Data Programs will be entered into memory.
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Clearing Lists (and only Lists) from Memory

	• Press MEM

• Select 2: Mem Mgnt/Del…
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	• Select 4: List…
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	• Press the DEL key over and over until all lists are delete.

• Press QUIT.
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Placing Given Data into Lists

	• Press the PRGM key

• Select the data program you wish to run. ( press ENTER if necessary).
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	• The program will show on the Home Screen.  Press Enter.
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	• To see the data list just created,  press STAT and select 1:Edit....
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To Reset The Lists that Show in the Stat Edit to L1- L6

	• press STAT and select  5: SetUpEditor.

• SetUpEditor will show on the Home Screen.  Press Enter.

•  To see the data list just created,  press STAT and select 1:Edit....
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
